Shreveport Police Seek Public’s Help Identifying Porch Theft Suspect 

 

The Shreveport Police Department is asking for the public’s assistance in identifying a suspect connected to multiple 
package thefts across the city. 

Detectives with the Shreveport Police Department Property Crimes Unit are currently investigating several incidents 
involving an unidentified male who has been observed removing delivered items from residential porches. 

In these reported cases, the suspect has taken a variety of items, including clothing, household goods, pet food, and other 
delivered packages. The incidents have occurred in residential areas where packages were left unattended after delivery. 

While the items taken may vary, the impact on victims remains the same—these thefts are a violation of personal 
property and a disruption to the safety and security of our neighborhoods. 

The Shreveport Police Department takes these incidents seriously and is actively working to identify and apprehend the 
individual responsible.
